THE ORIGIN OF THE
DETECTIVE NOVEL

The adventures of Sherlock
Holmes and his colleague
Dr. Watson began to be
published in  1887. The
character ~ achieved  an
immediate success that has
lasted up to today, being
recognized as the detective
par excellence.

However, we cannot forget
that, several years before, a
detective characterized by
applying  personal  and
striking methods of
deduction  had  already
appeared: Auguste Dupin, a
character created by Edgar
A. Poe for “The Murders
in the Rue Morgue”
(1841), “The Mystery of
Marie Rogét” (1842-43),
and “The Purloined Letter”
(1844).

This exhibition aims to explore the
relationship  between both characters,
showing what they have in common and
vhat makes them different. In this
sense, Holmes’” greater popularization is
undeniable, not only in literature, but
also in film, television, and popular
culture.
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
